3. Two letters of recommendation (one must be from a current school official; letters of
recommendation from relatives are strictly prohibited).

4. A brief essay (1500 words) describing your motivations for pursuing your course of study
and how you, the NAACP, or your community will benefit when you attain your educational
goals.

5. Proof of a 2.5 GPA or higher and a current “sealed” official high school transcript.

6. Exhibit good citizenship and provide (2) verifications of community service within the last six
months.

7. Must provide verification of enrollment in a community college, college, or university as a
full-time student before any disbursement.

8. Applicant must be a U.S. citizen and a legal resident of the County of West Volusia.

9. Applicant must use the awarded scholarship within one year of the acceptance date.
